RCIA (Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults) is a unique
program of initiation, formation and spiritual growth
for individuals age 18 and older. The goals of the
program are:

P To prepare non-Catholic adults desiring to receive
the Initiation Sacraments of Baptism, Eucharist and
Confirmation.

P To prepare previously baptized Catholics desiring to
complete their initiation by receiving the Sacraments of
Eucharist and Confirmation.

P To prepare validly baptized non-Catholics who may
be interested in becoming Catholics.

Who can attend RCIA?

RCIA accommodates a mixed group of adults:

P Persons desiring to learn about and/or join the
Catholic Church.

P Baptized Catholics desiring to complete their
Sacraments (First Communion and Confirmation).

P Fully initiated Catholics desiting to learn more about
or update their understanding of Catholicism.
