This Week’s Reflection

from the Catholic Teaching Committee
Historic Anniversary: United in the Creed

This year marks a significant milestone in the life of A
our Catholic faith community: the 1,700th anni-  SNET
versary of the Council of Nicaea. As Christians,
we “celebrate our common profession of the ba-
sics of faith in the Creed adopted at Nicaea.””!

“The fact that Christians today continue to use the
Nicene-Constantinopolitan Creed, not just liturgically but as a
statement of orthodox Christian belief, means it is a continuing
source of Christian unity.... At the time of Nicaea, there were
about 1,800 Christian Bishops, and most experts believe about
318 of them participated in the council.”

Ecumenical Importance of the Council of Nicaea

At a conference in Rome at the Pontifical University of St.
Thomas Aquinas in June, Cardinal Kurt Koch, prefect of the
Dicastery for Promoting Christian Unity, called the Creed “the
strongest ecumenical bond of the Christian faith,” noting that
the council “took place at a time when Christianity had not yet
been divided by so many subsequent schisms; its creed is there-
fore shared by all Christian churches and ecclesial communities,
uniting them in a common confession to this day. Its ecumeni-
cal importance cannot be underestimated.”

What We Have in Common

In their document on the “1700th Anniversary of the Ecumeni-
cal Council of Nicaea (325-2025),” the International Theologi-
cal Commission, whose members are appointed by the pope,
state this anniversary is “an invaluable opportunity to empha-
size that what we have in common is much stronger, quanti-
tatively and qualitatively, than what divides us: all together, we
believe in the triune God; in salvation in Jesus Christ...; in the
Chutch, baptism, the resurrection of the dead and eternal life.”*

The Essential Profession of Faith

“The Council of Nicaea met in 325 in what is now Iznik, Tut-
key. It was the first of the ‘ecumenical’ councils that gathered
bishops from all Christian communities. ... While the wording
of the Creed was refined at the Council of Constantinople in
381 ... its basic affirmations were defined at Nicaea and contin-
ue to form the essential profession of faith for all Christians.”

On this historic anniversary, we take joy in recalling the essence
of our faith defined so many centuries ago. May our faith in
Our Lord Jesus continue to deepen as we celebrate our rich
Catholic tradition.
